periods of time is  Vacation Watch . Also

Nationa lly,
in 2008, 57 percent of the 15 to 20 year old
drivers involved in fatal passenger vehicle
crashes were unbuckled.

cause of death  for teens.

Duties and Responsibilities of Writ of
Harris Co unty Precinct 7

Garnishment

Harris County Constable Precinct 7 is a law enforcement agency that has the

responsibility of , but is not limited to , patrolling and responding to emergency and
non -emergency calls  within the geographical boundaries in its contracted area.

the offices of the Justices of Peace (Positions One and Two) and county, district,
and federal courts.

A Writ o f Garnishment is one of the many papers served by the law enforcement
officials of Harris County Precinct 7. A Writ of Garnishment  is a process by which
the court orders the seizure or attachment of the property of a defendant or
judgment debtor in the pos session or control of a third party. The garnishee is the
person or corporation in possession of the property of the defendant or judgment

debtor. Generally, there is no wage garnishment in Texas. The Texas Constitution
makes current wages exempt property. There are two exceptions under the Texas
Constitution for child support and spousal maintenance. Federal law makes other
exceptions for such debts as student loans and certain taxes.

The average creditor who sues an employee and gets a judgment may not garnish
any current wages. Those who are self -employed generally do not receive
fifwages. 0 I f a debt collector wrongfully th
garnishment, when he has no legal right to do so, he may be in violation the

Federal Fair Debt Collection Practices  Act . Al t hough an empl
wages are exempt from garnishment by ordinary creditors, an employer may

control other assets of the employee that are not exempt. Special care must be

given to the definition of fAcurrent wages. 0
