Harris County

ITC data services – ITC/ETS GIS team providing 9.3 Server internet/intranet application hosting 

· ARCGIS 9.3 Server and ArcGIS business needs (project) assistance available on a case-by-case basis.  

· Shared published services for use by GIS departments for application development (cached service layers).

Data updates - Departments making available to a shared repository for shapefiles/feature classes that are kept up to date by the owner of the data.

· ITC/ETS providing access to shared data via both the new ArcSDE server technology at ITC as well as through an FTP site. GIS related data is currently being stored in a SQL database connected through SDE. 

· The 9.3x server/technology, being investigated with the option of utilizing an FTP service to access shareable data. Unless there are advantages for using an FTP share over SDE/SQL based server it should be determined if the task force should move forward with the server options exclusively over an FTP site.
GIS standards – investigate Texas states GIS standards to move towards adoption of standards for a shared data repository as it applies to this region. (Projections, metadata, etc)

· A standard be applied to vendor data, which is submitted in many different formats and projections at this time.

Data Sharing – Participating departments shared GIS data accessible from a FTP location

Data Acquisition – investigate creating a combined effort towards a single point of purchase (relating to data) rather than each department being billed through Harris County.
